Sunder Singh after the death of his mother, decided to become an 
evangelist. He had the gift of preaching and the power to attract hundreds 
of people whenever he spoke, not only in India but also abroad. He had 
visited Sri Lanka, Burma, the Far East, Europe and Middle East wherever 
he went people wanted to hear him speak.  

In England once when he reached a house and rang the doorbell the maid 
rushed to her mistress and said in a terrified voice: “Madam, I think Christ 
has come”, sending a child to seek cover under a bed. Such was the charm 
of the Sadhu, but the West was not for him. Many are the adventures of 
Sadhu Sunder Singh. Once in the Himalayas he was attacked by a tiger 
while he was meditating the scriptures. The tiger came right up to his 
throat but then withdrew suddenly. Similarly, a bear which lost its young 
tried to jump on him but he whispered a few words: “I know not where 
thy young ones are my friend go in peace.” And the bear left on its own. 

The Sadhu himself never insisted on converting 
anybody but left it to his listeners to take their 
own decision after hearing him preach. He was 
constantly reminding people that true 
inspiration always came in moments of 
solitude like that time when he was in his teens 
and praying in an upstairs room in his house at 
Patiala. Suddenly, there was a bright shining 
light and he fell on his knees on seeing a figure 
reminiscent of Christ that he had once seen in 
a church. The visitant did not speak to him but 
just raised his hand in blessing and 
disappeared. After a lot of pain from preaching 
and travelling Sadhu Sunder Sigh was 
encouraged by his friends to go to his last 
sermon to Tibet where he was never seen 
again.
