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WHOIS A
CHRISTIAN?

This is an important question each one of us
must carefully reflect upon. Many of us identify
as Christians by birth, by community, by
attending church, or even by the certificates we
hold. But is this the kind of Christian life

Christ expects from us?
Step 1: Showing Christ’s Love at Home

Christian life begins with love, and the first
people to whom we must show Christ’s love are
those closest to us—our spouse, children,

family members and relatives.

Scripture reminds us: “If anyone does not
provide for his relatives, and especially for his
own household, he has denied the faith and is

worse than an unbeliever.” (1 Timothy 5:8).

Sadly, many of us fail in this first step. We may
appear loving and caring to friends, colleagues,
and even strangers, but show irritation, anger,

or indifference to our own family.

The first step of Christian living is therefore
simple but powerful: love your family members

and be kind to them, even when it is difficult.

Step 2: Loving the Church Family

Some of us excel in loving our families but
struggle to show the same love when it comes
to our neighbours or even fellow believers in
the church. Sometimes we may avoid those
who need care, compassion, and help. Sadly,
many of us even carry our grudges, bitterness,
and hard feelings into the church. Instead of
being a place of healing and love, church
sometimes becomes a place where we indirectly
express our hatred or avoid certain people we

don’t want to face.

But what is the church, really? The Bible
tells us that the church is not a building, not an
organization, but the Body of Christ (1
Corinthians 12:27). Every believer is a part of
this body, and together we form a spiritual
fellowship. In simple terms, church is the

oneness and unity of believers in Christ.

We may be very regular in attending service,

reading the Bible daily, worshipping
passionately, and spending hours in prayer. But
if we cannot love, greet, or even smile at our
fellow believers, then we are missing the very

heart of Christianity.

The truth is, none of us are perfect. We all
have disagreements, anger, and differences of
opinion — this is part of human nature. But
Christ calls us to overcome these through
forgiveness and reconciliation. “Be kind and

compassionate to one another, forgiving each
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other, just as in Christ God forgave you”

(Ephesians 4:32).

Step 3: Showing Christ to the World

Only after we succeed in steps one and two can
we truly move to the third step: showing Christ
to the world outside—our neighbours of other
faiths, our colleagues, strangers in daily life,
and even people we meet briefly in shops, on

the road, or during travels

Our Christian witness is revealed not only in

words but in actions:

On the road: Do we show patience when others
make mistakes while driving? Or do we quickly

lose our temper, forgetting our own faults?

At work: Do we show integrity, humility, and

kindness to colleagues of other religions?

In public life: Do we reflect the love of Christ
through gentleness, patience, and compassion,

especially to those who may not deserve it?

Remember, Christ loved us when we were
undeserving, imperfect, and broken. In the
same way, we are called to love others in their

weaknesses and failures.

A Call for Self-Evaluation

Christian life is not about external labels or
religious practices alone. It is about reflecting

Christ through our love—

First, to our families, Then, to our fellow

believers,

And finally, to the wider world.

Let us take time to ask ourselves:

Do | struggle to love my family? Do | avoid or
resent fellow believers? Am | failing to show
Christ to the people outside the church?

If the answer to any of these is “yes,” then it is
time to seek reconciliation and realign our lives

with the love of Christ.
