A baby is born, not yet knowing for sure, how to breathe or to feed. 

It must learn, though, in order to survive, and so it does. And once 
it does, it never once looks back and imagines a life lived 
otherwise. Similarly, babies learn to walk, holding hands, walls and 
supports, until they can stand on their own two feet, on solid 

ground. But unbeknownst these children, God himself holds them 
steady, just as Isaiah 46:3-4 says,  
 
“ ..You whom I have upheld since your birth, and have carried 

since you were born. Even to your old age and Gray hairs I 
am he; I am he who will sustain you. I have made you and I 
will carry you; I will sustain you and I will rescue you” 
 

So it should come as no surprise when the Bible demonstrates 
plainly this fact throughout history: when Israel walked through the 
Red Sea, and their sandals did not wear out, or when Elijah outran 
the king’s chariot, or when Shadrach, Meshach and Abednego

walked in the furnace and even as Peter walked on water toward 

Jesus, it is apparent that we can walk anywhere just so long as 
our Lord holds our hand through it all. 
 
     Then the question that arises is no longer what, but how. To walk 
with Christ, on water or otherwise, what could the ‘step-by-step’ 
procedure be? Ida Scudder, a woman significantly experienced in the 
act, on her life’s journey building the kingdom of God, mentions that only 
one step will be revealed, and to have the faith to take that step, and to 
take each and every such consecutive step, would be sufficient. We are 
not alone this journey for in Luke 17:5-6,  
 
“The apostles said to the Lord, "Increase our faith!" He replied, "If 
you have faith as small as a mustard seed, you can say to this 
mulberry tree, 'Be uprooted and planted in the sea,' and it will obey 
you.” 
 
This mustard seed, though tiny and seemingly insignificant, once 
planted, sprouts rapidly, and grows, spreading its progeny far and wide, 
generously providing a place of rest to tired birds. It feels humbling and 
awe-inspiring to observe, then, that the Kingdom of Heaven is likened to 
the same mustard seed of faith, that one requires to enter it in the first 
place. To this end, we must make the active choice to search out the 
truth and sow faith in ourselves, through thorough analysis, sincere 
meditation and a rational understanding of the words of the Bible, and 
then implement our faith to produce good deeds in keeping with this 
faith, enabling us to personally experience God’s hand in our lives, 
furthering our faith, the foundation of our hope. 
 
The process of developing and maintaining our faith is probably the 
difficult part. For everyday attractions, afflictions and distractions 
appeared to easily consume our thought process so much so that we do 
not have the time to even think about God, let alone allow ourselves to 
ponder over his glorious guiding hand or his unwavering care and 
unconditional love. Fortunately, life comes to a standstill, once in a while, 
over a relaxed weekend or a global pandemic, and just so long as we do 
not say ‘maybe next time’ to these literally God-given opportunities, we 
will be able to tend to the mustard seeds of our faith and bring them to 
fullness in Christ. 
 



This very faith, when tended diligently, will grow into a tree with deep 
roots that don’t let it dry up in a drought or break apart in a storm, one 
that continues to grow with its roots intertwined in fellowship and allows 
one to trust in God, no matter the circumstances, a faith that can sustain, 
nurture, convert or heal both others and ourselves as in Luke 17:19: 
 
“Then He (Jesus) said to him, "Rise and go; your faith has made you 
well."  ”No matter how close one draws to God, it shall happen time and 
again, that we may fall victim to the flesh, just as Abraham gave a half -
truth, David’s mind strayed to the wife of another man, Peter began to 
sink owing to his fear and Paul did, not what he wanted to do, but did 
what he did not want to do, despite himself. Let us take heart at these 
moments knowing that yet again, we are not alone, and our Heavenly 
Father knows that the spirit is willing, but the flesh is weak. We need only 
seek repentance from our sins and hope to try again on a new day, 
willing to receive the Holy Spirit and listen to its conviction. 
 
To walk on water, or through fire, or past mockery or into each day’s 
troubles, or up to your greatest fears, then, is all impossible alone, and 
is simultaneously child’s play with Christ. That choice, is however, ours 
to make in every moment, but we shall never look back if we choose 
rightly, just as 1 Peter 1:8 says 
 
“Though you have not seen him, you love him; and even though 
you do not see him now, you believe in him and are filled with an 

inexpressible and glorious joy”.
