When you are disappointed in life, it is easy to blame yourself 

and others. Often it is difficult to know what to say or do because 

one cannot fully discern the real cause or purpose of the 

disappointment. 

Disappointment is often an emotional reaction to 

our own failure - or someone else's - to achieve a 

desire, hope, dream or goal. This can cause us to 

lose faith in a person we depend on, possibly even 

a loved one. 

We all end up in a heartbreaking place at some point in our lives, feeling sad, 

alone, and perhaps not having the courage to hope again. The reasons for 

this can be any like. 

Friends disappear, dreams shatter, the best laid plans go awry, other 

Christians let you down, people disappoint you, and you disappoint yourself. 

Is God Unfair? Unjust? No, it can't be, even though it looks and feels that 

way from our perspective. The exact definitions of justice that we use to 

distinguish right from wrong come from him. His words show us who he 

really is.  

The Lord is righteous in all his ways, gracious in all his works (Psalm 145:17). 

The Gospel of John tells us that Jesus loved 

Martha, her sister Mary, and her brother 

Lazarus. Therefore, the two women did not 

think it necessary to say anything more to 

the Lord than, "The one you love is sick" 

(John 11:3). Their expectation was that as 

soon as Jesus heard these words, He would 

come and heal their brother. But the Lord 

did not depart for two more days.  

When Martha met Jesus, she was 

disappointed because he had not come 

immediately and allowed his delay Lazarus 

to die. She did not recognize his intention. 
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I understand that sometimes our experience will be hard. 

Hard on our hearts. Hard to understand. Hard to bear. But 

I have learned that it will never be impossible to walk 

through it. I understand that when we go through a 

heartbreaking time, we can feel like God is far away, 

even though He promised to never leave us nor 

forsake us (Deuteronomy 31:6). I understand that 

our head can tell us that God is trustworthy, but 

in a moment of painful disappointment, our 

heart can tell us that He is not there at all. That 

he doesn't see it and doesn't care. 

 

 

But truly, God has a reason for the disappointments He allows in our lives. He 

could prevent them, but He wants us to discover His purpose.  

His desire is for us to act out of trust and to make our circumstances a glory 

to Him (John 11:4, 25). 

When disappointments come, will you be stalled and derailed from the Lord's 

will for your life? Or will you begin to understand His purpose so that you can 

learn from these situations?
